Entry to BLS International Services Canada Inc., Indian Visa Application Centers (VAC):

2. An applicant may however, bring one person to assist him/her if he or she is elderly, disabled, or a minor child.

IMPORTANT- In case of person acquired Canadian citizenship before 31 May 2010 and claiming to have surrendered last 
held Indian passport but the same is not bearing any surrender number but a stamp of ‘cancelled’ and “This passport is 
cancelled as the holder has acquired Canadian nationality. This passport is no longer valid as a travel document or a proof 
of Indian nationality”, please note the following instructions for implementation with immediate effect: 

 Indian origin applicant who acquired Canadian citizenship on or before 31 May 2010 and has copy of citizenship 
certificate. 

 Subsequently surrendered Indian passport but it has only stamp (as mentioned above) and no reference number 
on it. 

 Subsequently availed visa from this Consulate and has copy of the same. 

 With self-declaration can apply surrender of last held Indian passport with surrender fee but without retention 
penalty. (Link for declaration) 

 It is being implemented with immediate/prospective effect and any surrender or retention fee already paid shall not 
be refunded/reimbursed.

If registered already, please log in 
and fill the application.  

- Please check all the details before validating and printing the form as after submission online, no changes can be made. Ensure 
that all data entered matches with your current passport.

- Enclose a certified cheque,  in favor of ‘BLS International Service Canada Inc.’ to include: 

o HCI/CGI Surrender/Renunciation Fee.  
o HCI/CGI Passport Retention Fee as Canadian/Foreign Citizen. 
o HCI/CGI Penalty for Travelling on Indian Passport as Canadian/Foreign Citizen.    
o HCI/CGI Penalty for Renewal/Re-issue of Indian Passport as Canadian/Foreign Citizen.   
o HCI/CGI Penalty for Misc. Passport Services obtained as Canadian/Foreign Citizen.      
o ICWF Consular Surcharge Fee. 

- Enclose a separate certified cheque, in favor of ‘BLS International Services Canada Inc.,’ to include: 
o BLS Processing Fee.             
o Add:   Return Courier charges.     

 

Walk In Applications: 
- Pay as above, at the VAC.  
- In cash or by debit card.
